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Hyperbole
Hyperbole is a form of speech that could be described as 'extravagant exaggeration'. It is not appropriate when writing essays or reports, but a little hyperbole (pronounced 'hi-per-bo-lee') is an effective way to color the speech of a character in a poem, short story, or use it to make a point effectively in a humorous piece of writing.

Examples:
	· I could sleep for a year. 

· This box weighs a ton. 

· I've told you a million times not to exaggerate. 

· Your mother is so small she does chin-ups on the curb.
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"Oh, good, I can finish the article
| started last year."
